Games also allow us to expose handlers to calibrated 

stress in a non-trial environment, where we can focus on improvements, not just 

outcomes. 

 

In this seminar we will explore the powerful ways games can help you cope with 

stress, bring a new attitude and approach to your teamwork with your dog, and 

improve specific skills within nose work. You will learn multiple games you can play 

with your dog.
